The combination of a high power motorcycle or car engine Ð Suzuki and Kawasaki are popular 
power plants Ð together with extremely sophisticated chassis, suspension and brakes, extreme 
light weight and plenty of aerodynamic down force by virtue of wings and diffusers makes for 
cars that lap at V8 Supercar speeds. 
 
The high revving engines (12,000 RPM plus) and sequential gearboxes (some cars have 
paddle shifts) give the cars Formula 1 like qualities in terms of both noise and drivability. 
 
Supersports Association Spokesman Richard Crawshay says fans at the Clipsal 500 Adelaide 
can expect a grid of 25 plus cars as the category debuts at the largest domestic motor sport 
meeting in the country. 
 
Our cars are both spectacular in 
appearance and performance and I think the fans will really see some super competitive racing 
and very fast lap times on the street circuitÕ, he said.

Australia will be represented by Dennis Holland and Scott Bingham in their  Minettis and  the 
Prosport of Grant Watson .
